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Principal’s Message









June 9, 2008

There is less than two weeks remaining until graduation.  It is hard to believe that the year has passed so quickly.  

Just a reminder that exams for Sr. 4 students begin next Monday, June 16th and exams for students in Sr. 1-3 begin on Wednesday, June 18th.  Exemptions will be announced on Monday, June 16th.  Biology 40S students need to pick up and return their permission forms to the office to travel to Wawanesa next Monday for their exam.  The bus will be leaving the school at 8:00 AM.  

Students in high school are not required to come to school if they do not have an exam.  As well, students in gr. 11-12 may leave the school once their exam is complete.  Students in gr. 9-10 may also leave as long as they are picked up from school by a parent/guardian or have a signed note from a parent/guardian giving them permission to leave.  Everybody, please remember to sign out.  

Students, I would like to remind you that teachers are often available in the afternoon and often set aside time for a study session.  If you wish to see a teacher to ask questions and/or get study assistance, please talk to the teacher in advance to set up a time to meet with them.  Students who stay at the school after an exam is complete are expected to do school work.  The Computer lab, IITV lab, and Library computers will be OFF LIMITS other than for school purposes during exam week.  If you do not plan to study, please respect the other students who are trying to prepare for exams and arrange for yourself to go home for the rest of the day.

The Rockies group leaves on Wednesday morning at 6:00 AM.  Good luck on your trip.  Rockies trip participants are not expected to be here on Friday, June 20th, the day after your return.  Clean up from the trip will occur on Monday, June 23rd.  Mrs. Pettinger is planning a scrapbooking event for Rockies participants from June 23rd to June 25th.  This is a great opportunity to create your own scrapbook and preserve your memories of this wonderful experience.

The Souris Rugby teams were in Semi-Final action on Tuesday, May 27 as they hosted the Vincent Massey Vikings.  The lady Sabres came out strong scoring early to set the tone.  The Sabres went on to score several more times to win the game 31-12.  Scoring for Souris were Carly Roper and Jodie Hicks with two tries each and Allison Brigden added the Sabres fifth try.  Nadine Reimer added three converts.  This win advanced the Sabres to the Westman High School League Final in Swan River.  

     The Boys also hosted Vincent Massey in their Semi-Final and the Sabres didn't waste any time getting on the scoreboard as they punched over a try in the first few minutes of the game.  The Sabres had bit of a lapse midway through the first half but quickly answered back with a few more scores.  The boys went on to win the game 46-10.  Scoring for the Sabres were Tyler Sorensen with three tries and singles added by Matt Kruk, Elden Coulthard and Luke Hill.  Brendynn Tuttosi had a big game with five converts and two penalty kicks for 16 points.  The Sabres advanced to the League Finals in Minnedosa.
